This is a list of the material that you need to put together a 14 x 16 wall tent frame;

Blocking 3 pcs 4x4 16'
Floor 13 pcs 2x4 13'9"
2 pcs 2x4 16’
7 sheets 1/2 plywood
Walls 20pcs 2x4 6' wall studs 6' 6" is better as it gives you room to store
things overhead, like a loft.
5 pcs 2x4 16' for side/wall plates and ridge pole
4 pcs 2x4 13'6" back and front wall plates
2 pcs 2x4 10 door frame

8 sheets 3/8 plywood
1 sheet 5/8 or 3/4 for the door

Rafters 10 pcs 2x4 8 these will take a little planing to cut the angles right on
the ends of the rafters, the easiest way is to lay the 8ft piece on the top of the wall to draw the
layout.

3 Ibs of 3" deck screws
6 Ibs of 11/4 deck screws
thumb latch for the door

If I am building the beds and/or desks/interior and the works | allow 10-15 pcs 2x4 16's and 5
sheets of 1/2 and 5 sheets of 3/8 plywood for each interior and it works out pretty close over a
finished camp.

Also, when | am pre fabbing the frames, | rip 2" x 21/2" out of 2x8's to cut down on the weights
(1/3 less) sometimes it makes a big difference.
| don't rip the 2x4 floor joists though.

If you like | can make up a material list for the larger tents as well, but you would have a better
idea as to what you need for the various interiors. Let me know.

In the larger tents | recommend a door in both ends, and seeing as the tents need to be made we
can move or put in windows as you prefer them ie more in the kitchen, and less it the dry, we
could even allow for another door on the side wall,,, however you like.

Note; You do not need to use the full 4’ sheets of plywood on the walls, you could rip those in half
as well to save on material/weights, it is just more comfortable to have that hard wall above the
sdes of the beds, especialy in grizzly bear country.
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
